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Core Literacy Cultivates: High Intelligence and Quality
Talents for Future

A (T s )

Abstract: The information age puts forward new requirements for the future talents, and to
cultivate the high intelligence and quality talents with "core literacy" has become the
educational goal of the society. Therefore, China officially built a team to study the
development system of core literacy for Chinese students since 2016. After nearly three
years of scientific research, the project team selected and constructed the general core
framework including six major indicators and 18 specific points in three aspects, which
takes cultural inheritance based on the reality for the future as the basic principle. A new
round of education reform will be fully opened on the basis of this education target system.
On one hand, the government will continuously carry out the reform to innovate curriculum
evaluation, course content and curriculum implementation. On the other hand, the schools
are required to recognize their characteristics, focus on renewing the curriculum objectives,
reorganize the curriculum contents, and optimize the curriculum evaluation process to

achieve the solid and effective result.

—. High—intelligence and high—quality talents: The call of The Times to
education

All educational practice activities are carried out around two major issues : first,
what kind of people to cultivate? That is the purpose of education: second, how to
cultivate such people? That is, educational methods. The answers to these two
fundamental questions of education vary with the development and changes of the
times.

Looking back at the history of human education, it can be found that in the
traditional agricultural economy and society, whether it is Confucius in the East or
Socrates in the West, the standard of talents and noble moral character have
always been the first scale of talent training. In that historical period, education
was still a luxury. The people who could receive education, or the people
cultivated by school education were 'officials' or 'kings', so 'virtue' was the core
purpose of education. With the wheel of history into the modern industrial society,
the standards of personnel training began to focus on 'ability', while the modern
school system and class teaching system. The formation of such a view of

_39_



educational purpose is highly consistent with the demand for talents in the
industrial age.

At present, mankind is entering an information age characterized by
globalization, informatization and knowledge innovation. Cultural philosophy
enlightens us that the demand for talent training in this era has increased, and it
must contain virtue and ability, which is the 'literacy' we advocate today. The
definition of talent standard in the information age has developed from the
traditional 'morality’ and 'ability’ to the comprehensive 'quality’.

A profound look at the characteristics of this era, it has brought great changes
to people 's way of life, more convenient and fast, but also put forward a huge
challenge to education. First, it inherently requires that all of us engaged in
education must recognize and establish new ways of thinking, including 'connecting
everything', 'cross-border integration', 'Innovation-driven', 'restructuring', 'respect
for humanity', 'open ecology', 'connecting everything'. It can be expected that
under the influence of this way of thinking, the future school education will show
the coexistence of openness and integration, innovation and humanism. However, it
is such an era that has brought great challenges to our current education,
especially basic education. This dilemma is embodied in the core contradiction of
education, that is, the contradiction between the limited life of students ' learning
time and the infinite learning object and task (knowledge). The explosive growth of
information, resources and knowledge in the information society has plunged our
education into deep confusion.

Where is the way out for education? Do you want to do everything possible to
extend students' learning time? Or do everything possible to compress knowledge?
The former may be at the expense of human alienation, while the latter is to
compete with the development of the times and is difficult to achieve. Faced with
this dilemma, the solutions and choices put forward by countries around the world
are 'slimming for educational purposes', explore and construct students' core
literacy as the goal system of education, so as to resolve the fundamental

contradiction between limited time and unlimited knowledge.

. Research trends of core literacy—oriented international talent standards
Although due to the differences in cultural backgrounds of different countries or
regions, the languages used by countries in expressing ' core literacy ' are
different, such as ' & % }7' in Japan, '21st Century Skills' in the United States,
'key competencies', 'core skills', 'key skills' and so on. But they all agree that
'core literacy' is the most critical and important key ability and essential character
that can help individuals achieve self-realization, successful life and social
integration in a certain period of time. It transcends the traditional behaviorism
education goal and embodies the concept of holistic education. Its dynamic process

of continuous development, maturity and optimization highlights the essential
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significance of education. It has more distinct characteristics of the times,
highlighting the vitality of individual and social life. Of course, based on different
values, the specific forms of ‘'core literacy' are also different. The existing
international 'core literacy' content system can be roughly divided into four types.

1. Successful Life Orientation : Core Thinking

At present, people all over the world are facing new challenges of survival: how
can we better adapt to this fast-paced and ever-changing new era? Based on this,
the purpose of education should aim at cultivating people so that they can live
successfully in the future society. It is based on such a view of educational
purpose that some organizations, countries or regions define 'core literacy' as a
dynamically developing concept that integrates knowledge. skills, attitudes.
emotions and values. It is necessary for each individual to achieve 'successful life'
and build a 'well functioning society'. Based on this, the core literacy system is
selected and constructed, and then the corresponding basic education reform is
carried out.

It can be seen that this core literacy content system is ‘'successful life
orientation', and the basic education reform it leads is carried out with 'thinking'
as the core. For example, the Organization for Economic Co-operation and
Development (OECD) and its member countries have constructed three core
literacy from the two dimensions of social vision and personal life needs, including
independent action, interaction in heterogeneous social groups and interactive use
of tools. Japan is directly facing the challenges of the 21st century. Combined with
the characteristics of Japanese local education, it proposes a core literacy system
that includes three categories: basic literacy, thinking literacy and practical

literacy.

2. Lifelong Learning Orientation : Knowledge Core

Different from the starting point of OECD, the core literacy system of UNESCO,
EU and other organizations and countries is based on ' lifelong learning ' as the
basic value orientation. In 1996, UNESCO's International Commission on Education
for the 21st Century published the report Learning : The Treasure Within. From a
new theoretical and policy perspective, the report proposes four pillars of 'lifelong
learning' : learning to know, learning to do, learning to live together and learning
to survive, while advocating 'lifelong learning' as the guiding principle of all major
educational actions and changes. Based on the concept of 'lifelong learning', in
2000, at the World Education Forum in Dakar, 164 governments pledged to achieve
'Education for All' - providing quality basic education to all children, young people
and adults worldwide.

With the development of the 'Education for All' campaign, in 2012, UNESCO,
together with the Brookings Institution, launched the 'Learning Outcomes
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Measurement Task Force (LMTF)' project, a study of core literacy. After consulting
nearly 500 representatives from at least 57 countries, LMTF's standard working
group identified seven learning areas of the core literacy indicator system: physical
health, social mood, culture and art, text communication, learning style and
cognition, digital mathematics, science and technology.

Consistent with UNESCO 's philosophy, the European Union (EU) has officially
established a Working Group B (WGB) to discuss key competencies since 2001.After
five years of development, in 2005, it released the key competencies research
report 'Lifelong Learning Key Competencies: A European Reference Framework',
which comprehensively defines and interprets the eight key competencies of EU
lifelong learning: native language communication, foreign language communication,
mathematics and technology literacy, digital literacy, learning to learn, social and
civic literacy, initiative and entrepreneurial awareness, and cultural awareness and
expression. Such a core literacy system is still based on knowledge as the core,

emphasizing the development and construction of the curriculum system.

3. Personal development orientation: value core type

Whether it is the 'successful life' orientation or the 'lifelong learning' orientation,
they all ultimately point to the complete fulfillment of men. However, in the
above-mentioned organizations, countries and regions, the social function
(economic or political) of education obviously transcends the individual
development function and highlights it as the main value orientation, leading the
research and development of core literacy. Therefore, there are also countries and
regions with personal development as the fundamental value orientation of core
literacy construction. Singapore is a typical example.

Based on the Desired Outcomes of Education, Singapore's Ministry of Education
recently proposed the New Framework for 21st Century Competencies and Student
Outcomes, which aims to cultivate confident people, autonomous learners, active
contributors and enthusiastic citizens. In order to achieve this ideal educational
goal, education in the 21st century should be centered on values, because values
determine a person's personality traits and can shape personal beliefs, attitudes
and actions. Focusing on values, students must cultivate core elements such as
self-awareness, self-management ability, social awareness, interpersonal literacy,

and self-decision-making.

4, Comprehensive orientation : education system type

Different from the first three, the core literacy system proposed by the United
States is a complete learning blueprint, because it is also called the '21st century
learning system'. It takes core literacy as the axis, including subjects and themes
of learning content, indicators of learning results, and a strong learning support

system. The 21 st century learning system mainly includes three parts. The core is
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the content of students' learning results, that is, the index components of core
literacy, including 'learning and innovation literacy', 'information, media and
technology literacy', 'life and professional literacy'. These three aspects mainly
describe the skills, knowledge and professional intelligence that students must
master in their future work and life. We call it 'core literacy,’ a fusion of content
knowledge, specific skills, professional intelligence and literacy. It explains the
content of cultivating core literacy, including 'core subjects and 21 st century
issues'. The core subjects mainly include English, reading and language arts,
foreign languages, arts, mathematics, economics, science, geography, history,
government and citizens. At the same time, on the basis of retaining the
traditional core curriculum, five 21 st century issues ( global awareness, financial
literacy, civic literacy, health literacy, environmental literacy ) were added.

In order to better implement and promote core literacy, this system also
proposes relevant support systems: 21st century standards and core literacy
evaluation, 21st century curriculum and teaching, 21st century teaching, 21st
century teacher professional development, and 21st century learning environment.
Although different international organizations, countries or regions adopt different
values, their educational ideals are the same——'cultivating all-round developed
people', which will be the fundamental value and core goal of the future basic

education curriculum reform.

—. Research Approaches and Achievements of Core Literacy Development of
Chinese Students

The fundamental starting point of developing the core literacy of Chinese
students is to concretize and refine the party 's education policy, implement the
fundamental task of cultivating people with morality, cultivate people with
all-round development, and enhance the core competitiveness of national talents in
the 21 st century.

1.Development ideas of Chinese students' core literacy

Based on international experience and China's national conditions, in 2013, a
joint research project team was formed by five universities, including Beijing
Normal University, South China Normal University, Henan University, Shandong
Normal University and Liaoning Normal University. Around the research objectives,
an integrated idea combining top-down and bottom-up was adopted, combining
deductive and inductive paradigms, using qualitative research and quantitative
research methods to carry out theoretical research and empirical research on core
literacy, and finally integrating research results to form the overall framework of
students' core literacy in China. The specific ideas and methods are as follows:

First, drawing on top-down research ideas, to carry out the theoretical study of

students' core literacy index system. Mainly using the method of literature
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analysis, through the basic theory research of students' core literacy, education
policy research, international comparative study, traditional culture analysis and
curriculum standard analysis, etc.

The general framework of the index system. The main work is as follows: (1)
Clarify the connotation and theoretical structure of the concept of core literacy,
and form an accurate understanding and positioning of students' core literacy; (2)
Research on the education policy of students' core literacy, and clarify the
expression and requirements of domestic education policies for students' core
literacy: (3) Conduct international comparative research on students ' core literacy,
compare and analyze the procedures and methods of core literacy research in
international organizations, developed countries or regions, and the index system
and content of core literacy; (4) Carry out the traditional cultural analysis of
students' key competencies, reveal the thought of personal cultivation in Chinese
traditional culture and the requirement of talent cultivation in traditional
education; (5) to analyze the curriculum standards of students' core literacy, and
understand the current curriculum standards for students' core literacy,
requirements and distribution. Finally, the research results are integrated to
provide a basis for the construction of the core literacy index system of Chinese
students.

Second, based on the bottom-up research ideas, understand the expectations
and requirements of the community about the core literacy of students. This paper
mainly uses expert focus group interviews, individualized interviews, questionnaires,
expert seminars and other methods to extensively investigate the basic views and
opinions of people with outstanding achievements and influence in all walks of life
on the core literacy of Chinese students in the 21st century, as well as their
specific suggestions for the construction of students' core literacy index system.
The purpose of this study is to understand the understanding and suggestions of
the relevant groups in the forefront of China's economic, political, cultural and
social development on the goal of talent training through discussion, interview and
questionnaire survey, which will provide a scientific basis for fully grasping the
national conditions and constructing the core literacy index system in line with
China's actual needs. On the other hand, it is hoped that through expert
interviews and consultations from different social groups, a maximum consensus
on the structure and indicators of core literacy will be formed.

Third, integrate the sub-topics research to form the overall framework of
students' core literacy. Through expert discussion, in-depth discussion and opinion
research, the specific results of top-down and bottom-up research ideas are
compared and integrated to form a preliminary general framework of Chinese
students' core literacy index system.

Fourth, the wvalidity verification of student core literacy index system.
Authoritative experts in the field of education such as subject education,
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curriculum theory and curriculum research have been invited many times to
evaluate the core literacy index system of Chinese students, and then revise and
improve the core literacy index system according to the evaluation opinions.
Finally, based on the previous research work, the general framework of the core

literacy index system of Chinese students is formed and proposed.

2. Index System and Main Contents of Students' Core Literacy

The so-called key competencies refers to the necessary character and key ability
formed by students to meet the needs of personal lifelong development and social
development in the process of receiving corresponding education. The core literacy
of Chinese students' development, with 'all-round development of people' as the
core, is divided into three aspects : cultural foundation, independent development
and social participation. It is comprehensively manifested as six qualities:
humanistic heritage, scientific spirit, learning to learn, healthy life, responsibility
and practice innovation. According to this overall framework, the specific
performance requirements of students in each section can be further proposed
according to the age characteristics of students. The specific index system and its
connotation are as follows :
1.1.Cultural basis

Culture is the root and soul of human existence. Cultural foundation,
emphasizing the ability to acquire knowledge and skills in the humanities, science
and other fields, master and apply the achievements of human wisdom, cultivate
the inner spirit, the pursuit of the unity of truth, goodness and beauty, developed
into a generous cultural foundation, a higher spiritual pursuit of people.
(1) Cultural heritage

It is mainly the basic ability, emotional attitude and value orientation formed by
students in learning, understanding and applying the knowledge and skills in the
field of humanities. Specifically, it includes the basic points of humanistic
accumulation, humanistic feelings and aesthetic taste.
(2) Scientific spirit

It is mainly the value standard, thinking mode and behavior performance formed
by students in learning, understanding and applying scientific knowledge and skills.
Including rational thinking, critical questioning, the courage to explore the basic
points.
1.2, Independent development

Autonomy is the fundamental attribute of man as subject. Independent
development focuses on emphasizing the ability to effectively manage their own
learning and life, recognize and discover self-worth, explore their own potential,
effectively cope with the complex and changeable environment, achieve a
wonderful life, and develop into a person with a clear direction and quality of life.

(1) Learn to learn
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[t is mainly the comprehensive performance of students in the formation of
learning consciousness, the choice of learning methods, the evaluation and
regulation of learning process. Specifically, it includes the basic points of happy
learning, diligent reflection, information consciousness and so on.
(2) Healthy life
It is mainly the comprehensive performance of students in understanding
themselves, developing body and mind, and planning life. It includes the basic
points of cherishing life, sound personality and self-management.
1.3. Social participation

Sociality is the essential attribute of human. Social participation focuses on
emphasizing the ability to deal with the relationship between self and society, to
develop the moral standards and behavioral norms that modern citizens must
abide by and fulfill, to enhance social responsibility, to enhance the spirit of
innovation and practical ability, to promote the realization of personal values, to
promote social development and progress, and to develop into a person with ideals
and beliefs and the courage to bear.
(1) Responsibility
It is mainly the emotional attitude, value orientation and behavior of students in
dealing with social, national and international relations. Specifically, it includes
basic points such as social responsibility, national identity, and international
understanding.
(2) Practice innovation
It is mainly the practical ability, innovative consciousness and behavior
performance formed by students in daily activities, problem solving, adaptation to
challenges and so on. Including labor consciousness, problem solving, technical
application and other basic points.

VY. Future—oriented curriculum and teaching reform

Based on the general framework of the core literacy of Chinese students'
development, China will follow two paths to promote the reform of curriculum and
teaching in the future: the core literacy of students and the core literacy of
disciplines. The development of students' core literacy will be based on the
development of core literacy, aiming at constructing the development level of
students' core literacy in primary school, junior high school, senior high school
and university, and then realizing the vertical connection of curriculum objectives.
The core literacy of the discipline focuses on the overall framework of students'
core literacy, and combines the characteristics of each discipline to extract the
core literacy goals of each discipline in order to achieve the horizontal integration
of curriculum goals. Focusing on these two paths, China's new curriculum reform
first launched the curriculum reform of ordinary high schools, which mainly

includes three aspects: curriculum design, curriculum implementation and
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curriculum evaluation.
1. College Entrance Examination Oriented Curriculum Evaluation Reform

The new curriculum reform takes the academic quality evaluation as the
forerunner, manifests the idea of integration of learning, teaching and evaluation,

and adheres to the basic orientation of "one body," "four levels" and "four wings."
'One' is the evaluation system of the college entrance examination. By establishing
the core position of the college entrance examination of 'moral education, service
selection and oriented teaching', the question of 'why to take the examination' is
answered. 'Four layers', through clear 'essential knowledge, key ability, subject
accomplishment, core value' four layer examination goal, answered the college
entrance examination' what to test' question.

The first layer: necessary knowledge. It emphasizes the basic and general
knowledge in the knowledge reserve of students' long-term learning, which is
necessary for students to master in the future study and lifelong learning.

The second layer: key capabilities. It focuses on examining students' ability to
use the knowledge they have learned, emphasizing the vital abilities of students to
adapt to the changing development of society in the future, such as independent
thinking, problem analysis and problem solving, communication and cooperation.

The third layer: subject literacy. It requires students to be able to
comprehensively utilize the knowledge and skills they have learned to deal with
complex tasks in different situations, have a solid subject concept and a broad
subject vision, and reflect their own practical ability, innovative spirit and other
internalized comprehensive subject literacy.

The fourth layer: core value. It requires students to gradually form the correct
core values in the process of knowledge accumulation, ability improvement and
quality cultivation. This also reflects the college entrance examination carried by
the 'adhere to morality, strengthen the socialist core value system of education'
and 'enhance students' sense of social responsibility’ educational function and
political mission.

The 'four wings' answer the question of 'how to test' by clarifying the
examination requirements of 'basic, comprehensive, applied and innovative'. In

fact, both from the reform of the college entrance examination questions.

2. Core literacy—oriented course content design

Based on the core literacy of students, the overall curriculum plan of senior
high school focuses on the three core literacy of students from the beginning of
training objectives. At the same time, the structure of curriculum content has also
been adjusted, which will greatly increase the proportion of elective courses. This
further requires that the future high school curriculum must move towards the
road of innovative development, and always adhere to the principle of

“interdisciplinary curriculum" and "subject curriculum" two legs moving forward at
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the same time. It is necessary to pay attention to the construction of subject
curriculum oriented by subject core literacy, attach importance to the innovative
implementation of curriculum and teaching, and pay more attention to the
construction of interdisciplinary curriculum oriented by core literacy of high
school students. Especially in the process of interdisciplinary curriculum
construction, we should strive to explore the cross-border integration between
disciplines, even including the integration and innovation between moral education
and intellectual education. From the perspective of teachers, the new curriculum
reform requires teachers to return to the essence of education from the original
narrow teaching perspective, that is, to think about the purpose of education to
reconstruct and implement the curriculum. Only in this way can teachers'

curriculum consciousness and ability be improved.

3.School—based curriculum system construction

Undoubtedly, no matter what kind of concept to lead the curriculum and
teaching reform, the key to ensure the realization of curriculum objectives is still
the curriculum implementation. Therefore, in the process of promoting the new
curriculum reform in the future, the understanding and implementation effect of
each school is the most important. Based on this, the new curriculum reform
inherently requires each school to recognize the significance of the core literacy of
the times, combined with the actual situation of the school, and strive to achieve
the school-based expression of core literacy, and on this basis to form a
school-based curriculum system.

To this end, we must do the following four points : First, curriculum objectives
reconstruction. Fach school can reconstruct the curriculum objectives by focusing
on the core literacy of students under the school-running concept to form a
specific and clear education goal system. Second, curriculum content reorganization,
The logic of the traditional national curriculum is based on the field of human
development, that is, human development is divided into intellectual, physical,
social and emotional. So as to set up the current everyone is very familiar with
the science, mathematics, language, music, art, sports and other subjects.
However, the latest scientific research shows that human development cannot be
divided. Therefore, the future school curriculum system is bound to return to the
'‘complete person', based on the school-based core literacy education target
system, the three-level curriculum content is reorganized to truly construct a
networked 3.0 version of the curriculum to ensure the effectiveness of the school
curriculum system. Third, curriculum implementation innovation. Teachers' teaching
behavior is reflective behavior. Therefore, in the new curriculum reform, we
should advocate that teachers can reflect on their education and teaching behavior
based on the core literacy target system of students, so as to improve the

effectiveness of teaching. Fourth, curriculum evaluation reform. Under possible
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conditions, schools should strive to innovate and reform the evaluation system of
schools, so as to promote the overall work of schools to return to the essence of
education.

7A. Conclusion
Looking ahead, when knowledge explodes, sharing open information. Our
education is bound to face various challenges, which force wus. All educators

should re-examine the starting point and destination of our education.
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From the perspective of teachers, the new curriculum reform requires teachers
to return to the essence of education from the original narrow teaching
perspective, that is, to think about the purpose of education to reconstruct and
implement the curriculum. Only in this way can teachers' curriculum
consciousness and ability be improved.
